1) Focus Beyond the Field program:  combination of open gym time 

and organized skills training for kids.  This program runs Monday 
through Friday from 7-9 pm at our local gym.   

  
2) Open time at our Community Center:  This time is designed to 

provide a safe and open alternative environment for kids in the 
community rather than being on the streets.  Tuesday and Thursday 
from 5:30 pm – 7:30 pm in the Kim Parsons Library & Community 
Center.
